4+ European Careers — International Careers Days (500+ participants, 13 editions) :

Co-financed and supported by the European Parliament, the European Commission and the Council of
Europe, the project "European Careers C International Careers Days" brings, ever since 2008, a lively
testimony on the active participation of students and young professionals to the creation of a common
space of shared values and intercultural, social and political dialogue: the activities were carried out in
Strasbourg (2008, 2010, 2011, 2012, 2014), Brussels and Luxembourg (2010, 2013, 2016, 2017),
Bucharest - Romania (2013) and Rennes - France (2011).
